Submissions close on 11 December.

Some positive news from the City of Nedlands Administration. The City’'s new
digital Customer Relationship System, OneCouncil, is proving to be extremely
successful. Since going live on 1 July, almost 9,000 requests have been received,
with 95% of these resolved within 7 working days.

Lastly, as part of the Local Government Reforms, the Department of Local
Government, Sport and Cultural Industries have proposed a reduction in
the size of our Council which could reduce the number of Councillors from
12 to 8 (excluding the Mayor). The City encourages all community members
to participate in this process by having their say on the reform via the City’s
engagement platform, YourVoice.
