
Mayor's Message
Dear Residents,

I would first like to address significant reforms to WA’s planning laws, announced 
by the State Government last week. 

Heavy criticism was directed towards Nedlands by State Government during this 
announcement.

Let me set the record straight.  

Since the introduction of Local Planning Scheme No. 3, in April 2019, an additional 
1000 dwellings have received approval within the City. 

This places us well on the path to achieving the State Government’s target of 
4,320 additional dwellings for the City of Nedlands by 2050.

Council will continue to advocate for smart planning, based on the latest data and 
research. We will continue to represent you without fear or favour in this space.

On a financial note, the City is currently operating under budget by $1.6 million for 
this financial year. Sta�  costs alone are currently $730,000 under budget.  

And finally, I am pleased to announce that a public art commission, tributing 
health care workers, was unveiled in Dot Bennett Park late last month.

‘Safe Guard’, pictured above, is a permanent thank you to healthcare works who 
worked tirelessly through the COVID-19 pandemic.  

I would like to extend our heartfelt gratitude to the entire health care community 
for your ongoing commitment to our health and well-being.

Rehabilitation works on Smyth Road
Rehabilitation works will begin on Smyth Road in late March. 
DM Roads has been contracted by the City of Nedlands to carry out the works, 
between Aberdare and Carrington Street daily from 7am – 7pm. 
Road resealing, footpath and kerb upgrades are part of the planned works – 
expected to be completed in late June. 
DM Roads will be capping reticulation during the instillation of new kerbing. 
The City requests that homeowners test and report any issues relating to irrigation 
to DM Roads within two weeks of reinstation.
