Residents are responsible 
for ensuring vegetation 
lo ca te d  o n  p r i va te 
property, or any plants 
on their verge (other than 
street trees), does not 
grow to cause obstruction 
to a footpath or laneway. 
Where the City observes plants or trees are causing 
obstruction, the resident will receive notice to prune the 
vegetation away from the footpath or laneway. Failure to 
remove the obstructing vegetation may lead to the City 
issuing an infringement.
